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ABSTRACT
The Study of Calvin from the perspective of Social Work

Until today there were so many researches about Calvin, but most of them were writings about
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Calvin's theological thought. We can say that researches dealing with the practical life,
especially researches about Calvin's social work activities are almost rare to search in Korea,
as well as in the world, according to our recent survey. Most researches are efforts to show
Calvin as a theorist not a practitioner. However, those researches are very rare that try to
connect Calvin's life, theology, and social work activities as one so to clarify them in
coherence.

Therefore, this dissertation attempted to show the concern Calvin had for the social work in
the arena of life not only in the field of his thought and thinking, and how he contributed to.
The theme which I tried to study in this dissertation is that Calvin's practical social work
which change the whole city through his pastoral work in Geneva was accomplished by the social
discipline, the word of God, the purifying power of the sacrament, and pursuing the change of
the Christian life; having it a central objective to make every Christian social worker carrying
the role which the society really demand so that he became a Christian in the society.
Therefore, concerning “the social work activities of Calvin” , we studied what opinions he had
about the social structure, that is politics, economy, society; find out the merits and defects
of Calvin's activities, and, pursuing the merits and amending the defects, suggest the new
alternative for the Christian community.

Most people studied Calvin from the perspective of theoretical theology, historical theology,
and background concerning Calvin's theology. However, we read and studied Calvin from the
perspective of social work and social welfare now. Especially, as a student of systematic
theology, this author tried to combine the field of systematic theology as a study to suggest
the answer to the ontological question of ‘what is man?’ and the practical field. That is,
this author wrote this dissertation so as to reveal that systematic theology is a study which
suggests the God centered world view to Christians, by means of which they see and interpret the
existence of man from the biblical viewpoint, and helps them to live the hopeful lives.

This dissertation tried to answer the following questions: Can Calvin be acknowledged as a
social worker indeed from the general social work theory? What kind of concrete plan did Calvin
have actually for the social work and how he put it into practice? What kind of influence did
Calvin's social work activities have to the social life of Geneva at that time? Thus, first of
all, this author attempted to find the general content of social work from the perspective of

plan, practice, and influence.

Next is conclusion of this dissertation.

As we all know, Calvin was a remarkable theologian and theorist at that time in the Western
society. That Calvin was a social worker, the hypothesis of this dissertation, gets some
conclusion. We will summarize the conclusion briefly in the following.

In doing social work Calvin did social work activities out of religious motive sometimes and
out of humanistic motive in other times, and having a clear purpose of preserving man's
dignity, normalization, and social integration. As he did social work activities toward the
whole city of Geneva, he tried to do social work making government a public organization and
church a private organization as subject. As a practicing method for social work, he did it with
a pattern of community organization work.

The practical field of social work is divided into three generally: the social security
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policy, specified social welfare, and social work. Therefore we will clarify the fact that
Calvin was a social worker in these three categories.

First of all, from the standpoint of social security policy, it can be divided into a social
security system, the public assistance, and social insurance consisted of pension insurance,
public health insurance, workmen's accident compensation insurance, and employment insurance.
The social security policy is a system to ensure the income and support for self-reliance for
the minimum life in case of the poor people who does not have capability to maintain life or who
are difficult to live because they lose the income due to diseases and injuries. That is, this
1s a kind of social work that a nation becomes a subject to make a solution for the problem of
poverty. It 1s the same as the goal of the social work for Calvin to pursue preponderantly
through his entire life.

Secondly, from the standpoint of social welfare, even though its specified patterns are
diverse, we will look at some. First, concerning ‘women's welfare’ dealing with the women's
problem related with the social economic structure and the change of family, the effort was
verified through the marriage law of Calvin for women, taking the half portion of the whole
population in most countries, to promote the right and interest of women by solving the problem
of feminine repression and sex discrimination, and moreover to establish the equal society among
both sexes. Next, concerning the ‘family welfare’ , to provide the more integrated and
prevention centered welfare service for the whole family as an unit, since a family is the basic
unit of a society, it is directly related with the problem of poverty to solve the problem of
the minimum life of a family due to economic problem. It is well known fact that Calvin
practiced social work having a great concern for not only the citizens of Geneva but also for
education, economic activities, and general lives of refugees. Then, concerning the

‘correctional welfare’ , which is a professional field for the education of criminals and
prevention of crime and correction of criminals, though Calvin did not have criminals as his
object, he tried to solve the significant problems in Geneva by cooperating with the government
through consistory. Also, concerning the ‘industrial welfare’ , which is closely related with
Calvin, as it 1s a system to pursue welfare for life stabilization and promotion of laborers and
their family by meeting effectively the practical, institutional, and social problems happening
in the field of industry, it is connected with the basic things such as wages, working hours,
and labor conditions. As we find in our research, Calvin sheds lots of influence toward the
whole parts of economic activities in Geneva, that is, wages, working days, labor union, even
the business of usury. Lastly, concerning the ‘voluntarism’ , it is multipurpose activity,
mobilizing sources of citizens and doing socially necessary activities, to help others and to
achieve self-accomplishment on the individual level, by understanding man and forming community
consciousness and social solidarity consciousness for achieving a welfare society. Calvin did
voluntarism through church by making church the civil subject of social work.

Thirdly, concerning social work, firstly, as medical social work is an policy approach to
support both the patients and their family in order to solve satisfactorily healing from
diseases, prevention, rehabilitation, and economic and social problems, Calvin did the work
through the hospitallers. Concerning the school social work, a special field of social work to
help to achieve the educational function and purpose of a school by utilizing diverse practicing

methods of social work, Calvin did the school social work through the Geneva Academy.
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As we summarize the works Calvin did from all the standpoints of social work, we can agree
that Calvin was a social worker from today's viewpoint. Most people seem to think that Calvin
did dogmatic contribution in Reformation and later Christianity, but that he did not provide
answers for the real life. However, it 1s entirely not a new depiction that the Reformation
leader Calvin was a leader who put a magnificent influence not only in the field of religion,
but also in the whole fields of human thought and social life in the western society in the

period.

Then, closing the research of this dissertation, what are the results of “the study of
Calvin from the perspective of Social Work” ? First, social work must be the essence of church.
That is, social work is a work assigned to church. Secondly, every Christian can participate in
social work whoever have the reformational tendency to understand the time rightly. Thirdly,
every Christian can do social work, and must be a social worker. Now social work is more needed
than anytime in the past. Thus Church should offer God's love they have received until now
toward the society. Then the eyes of the society seeing Korean Church and many who left the
Church will return to the Church which recovers its essence. Therefore, Church should not think
that social work is an extra work, but that it is an expression of its essence. On the other
hand, keeping it in mind that as Calvin did social work he ignored sometimes individual right
and interest, we should not forget to do more effort to embrace individuals and society with
Christ's love moreover.
