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ABSTRACT

The influence of the Reformation on the Western Cosume of a Mediaeval era was investigat-
ed through the concept of culture. As the authorities of the Pope was weakened and the Royal au-
thority was consolhidated by the Refomation, garments of digmty and balance represented the cos-
tume of the era. In addition, the costume influenced by church was gradually disappeared. Men’s
wears of emphasized sleeves, shoulder, and chest became more and more popular after the Refor-
mation. The other hand, women exposed then necks and corseted their waist considerably to
make sensation. A vell used i church, became an ornamental. The Pourpoint, a kind of an
armour, was wore 1n common life. The roles of gloves changed from covering the hands into the
expression of a proposal of marriage or a challenge to a duel A mask was used to protect the
