Jonathan Edwards’ Understanding of Conversion:
Conversion as Process and Conversion as Event

This study discusses Jonathan Edwards’ balanced understanding
of conversion. During the period of the Great Awakening, the New
Lights emphasized immediate conversion, instigating reckless
enthusiasm. The Old Lights adhered to excessive orthodoxy,
observing gradual conversion. In this conflict, Edwards maintained
the tension and balance critically accepting the New Lights and
the Old Lights. It shows that Edwards' understanding of true
conversion is completely different from preparationism. First,
Edwards supports conversion as a process. It means only God
prepares for the conversion of natural men throughout history and
exercises absolute sovereignty over human salvation. On the other
hand, the natural men who are totally fallen have no possibility
of preparation. That is, the natural men cannot prepare for or
seek their conversion. Second, Edwards supports conversion as an
event. It means the divine and spiritual light is essential to human
conversion. It is impossible without the divine and spiritual light.
This light is given with the Word. With this supernatural light, the
elect can change their attitudes or dispositions in their lives, and
seek their duties appropriate to conversion. Third, Edwards
supports the Word as the instrumental cause of conversion and

does not exclude charity from the instrumental cause of conversion.
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It implies they are compatible with God's predestination as the
primary cause. In other words, the Word and charity do not produce
or assist grace apart from God's sovereignty but are means of

conversion used by God.
