The purpose of this study is to reveal Thomas Hobbes
(1588-1679) and John Locke's (1632-1704) influence on the
development of Reformed doctrine of free will in the late eighteenth
and the early nineteenth centuries. Specifically, this study will
achieve the goal by examining the works of Edward Williams
(1750-1813) who positively accepted Hobbes and Locke’s
philosophical ideas to explain and defend Reformed orthodox
theology. The influence of the philosophies of Hobbes and Locke
on Williams doctrine of free will is particularly evident in the
following points. First of all, discarding traditional Aristotelian
faculty psychology, Williams presents his view of human free will
on the basis of Lockean faculty psychology. Consequently, unlike
Reformed orthodoxy which identifies the nature of human freedom
with spontaneity and alternativity, Williams explains it focusing
only on human spontaneity without considering the interaction
between intellect and will. Thus, for Williams, human freedom is

only freedom from coercion or compulsion. Second, under the
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strong influence of Hobbes and Locke, Williams also argues that
unlike traditional Reformed view, human will is not
self-determining power and never be indifferent in nature at all
time. Finally, William's understanding of necessity and contingency
follows closely that of Hobbes and Locke. Consequently, since
Williams denies the freedom of contrary choice and the existence
of genuine contingency in the world, and explains human actions
only from the perspective of absolute causal necessity, his doctrine
of free will strongly implies deterministic nature which is very

similar to that of Hobbes and Locke.
